MythBusters Jamie Hyneman and Adam Savage are back to put what remains of their nine lives on the line to bust more myths and dispel untruths in the name of science! MythBusters episode descriptions: 


Episode 1: Youtube Special
Jamie and Adam find out if your common, everyday household matchstick has hidden explosive powers. At the request of a fan, they strike up the myth of a 30,000 match head blast. Next, Tory and Grant roll out a YouTube hit - a 7-foot ball of Lego that careens down the streets of San Francisco towards their target - a family car at the bottom of a very steep hill. Finally, Adam and Jamie are only too happy to heed a fan's web request – gunning it and burning car rubber to see if they can actually set a tire on fire. 

Episode 2: Car vs. Rain
It's an episode of real genius, explosive action and dangerous driving as Jamie and Adam take on the classic urban myth: DRYving in the Rain. For answers, the guys make their own wet weather and put the pedal to the metal with the top down. Meanwhile, Grant and Tory munch on two tall tales about everyone's favourite tasty treat – popcorn. Can you cook corn with an explosion and what happens when you use lasers to cook corn?
Episode 3: See-saw Saga

On this high-flying episode of Mythbusters, the whole team tackles one massive and improbable myth from the fan site: could a skydiver whose parachute failed to open hit a playground see-saw and send a small girl flying seven stories high? The gang takes the myth to San Francisco's Mare Island Naval Shipyard, where the result remains in doubt till the very last launch.
Episode 4: Alaska Special 2

On this blisteringly cold episode of Mythbusters, the team gets some northern exposure as they pack up their sleds, their brass monkeys and their ingenuity for Alaska Special 2. Adam and Jamie kick things off by heading north to plunge headlong into an engineering conundrum and arguably the most challenging build in Mythbusters history. Meanwhile, Kari, Tory and Grant split up… Well, not literally but for a spectacular myth that’s involves bifurcation.
Episode 5: Exploding Bumpers

In Exploding Bumpers, Jamie and Adam examine the unforseen and potentially deadly side effects of a car fire. The boys do their best to replicate the exact circumstances but this is one myth that does not go according to plan! Meanwhile, Kari, Tory and Grant put their butts in the saddle to test a legend that's been unquestioned since the middle-ages. It sounds simple, but proving that expert Hungarian archers got twice the penetration shooting a bow from a galloping horse is a myth well worth testing.

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Jamie Hyneman

Co-Host 
Hailing from Indiana farm country, Jamie Hyneman is a multifaceted man: wilderness survival expert, boat captain, diver, linguist, animal wrangler, machinist and cook, to name a few. His career has been equally diverse: Jamie earned a degree in Russian language and ran a sailing/diving charter business in the Caribbean for several years before he moved over to the visual-effects industry. 
Jamie found his way to Colossal Pictures' model shop, where he produced models and special effects for hundreds of commercials and movies, before taking over the shop and creating M5 Industries Inc. Jamie has worked on over 800 commercials for major automobile manufacturers, soft-drink companies, athletic shoe companies, and numerous other products. Today, while Mythbusters occupies the majority of Jamie's professional activity, M5 is active mainly with developing cutting-edge technologies for a variety of industries. 
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Adam Savage

Co-Host 

Adam Savage has spent his life gathering skills that allow him to take what's in his brain and make it real. He's built everything from ancient Buddhas to futuristic weapons, from spaceships to dancing vegetables, from fine art sculptures to animated chocolate — and just about anything else you can think of.

The son of a filmmaker/painter and psychotherapist, Adam has been making his own toys since he was allowed to hold scissors. Having held positions as a projectionist, animator, graphic designer, carpenter, interior and stage designer, toy designer, welder, and scenic painter, he's worked with every material and process he could get his hands on — metal, paper, glass, plastic, rubber, foam, plaster, pneumatics, hydraulics, animatronics, neon, glassblowing, mold making and injection molding, to name just a few. 

Since 1993, Adam has concentrated on the special-effects industry, honing his skills through more than 100 television commercials and a dozen feature films, including Star Wars: Episode I - The Phantom Menace and Episode II: Attack of the Clones, Galaxy Quest, Terminator 3, A.I. and the Matrix sequels. Today, in addition to co-hosting Discovery Channel's Mythbusters, Adam teaches advanced model making, most recently in the industrial design department at the San Francisco Academy of Art. 
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Tory Belleci 
Ever since he was little kid, Tory Belleci knew he would work in the film industry. In 1994, after graduating from San Francisco State University's film school, he started working with Jamie Hyneman at a small production company. Tory worked as a stage manager, but quickly moved up the ranks. 
A few years later Tory started work at Industrial Light and Magic, building models for films including Star Wars: Episode 1 - The Phantom Menace and Star Wars: Episode 2 - Attack of the Clones. Tory began work on Discovery Channel's Mythbusters in 2003, doing work behind the scenes and in the second season was featured as part of the show's build team. 
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Kari Byron 
Without forethought, Kari Byron has trained to be a Mythbuster since she was a kid. By the age of five she was setting up experiments to test on her sister and using dolls as crash test dummies. 
After graduating from San Francisco State and traveling the world, Kari began her career as an artist, holding successful exhibitions at some of San Francisco's leading galleries. Her sculpting skills and love for odd jobs soon led her into the field of model-making and toy-prototyping, which led to a job with Jamie Hyneman at M5 Industries. It was at M5 that Kari got her first big break with the MYTHBUSTERS team. Now Kari works with the MYTHBUSTERS team, using science and Yankee ingenuity to solve the mysteries of today's most compelling urban legends. 
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Grant Imahara

Electronics and radio-control specialist Grant Imahara is a former animatronics engineer and model maker for George Lucas' Industrial Light & Magic, the special-effects shop where he worked on such movies as The Lost World: Jurassic Park, Star Wars: Episode I - The Phantom Menace, Terminator 3: Rise of the Machines, A.I.: Artificial Intelligence and Van Helsing. Grant also worked on The Matrix Reloaded and Revolutions. 

In addition to operating R2-D2 (one of only a handful of official operators), Grant has another claim to beloved-character fame: developing a custom circuit to cycle the Energizer Bunny's arm beats and ears at a constant rate. In fact, he's responsible for all the electronics installation and radio programming on the current generation of bunnies, even serving as the bunny's driver and crew supervisor on numerous commercials. 
A native of Los Angeles, Calif., Grant earned a bachelor of science in electrical engineering from the University of Southern California. He's also the author of the book Kickin' Bot: An Illustrated Guide to Building Combat Robots. His own machine, "Deadblow," is a former BattleBots champion. 
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Buster 
Never afraid to face guns, fires and a variety of collisions, Buster is the Mythbuster called to face danger. 
Jamie Hyneman and Adam Savage use all their scientific knowledge and experience to solve the myths featured in the show, but when it comes to facing bullets, fire or dangerous collisions, they call on their good friend Buster. Buster is a crash test dummy, loaned to the duo by the National Highway and Safety Administration. 
Luckily, they don't expect to receive much back once the show ends! Buster has endured everything from being shot out of a canon with five kilos of gun powder to falling eight floors in an elevator with cut cables.
