Monsters and mythical creatures are no strangers to Kevin Grevioux. This multi-talented actor – who is a comic book writer and has a degree in microbiology – had a hand in the original screenplay for the Hollywood hit Underworld. He is also easily recognisable as one of the werewolves in the prequel Underworld: Rise of the Lycans. In addition to his on-screen talents, Kevin also brings his knowledge of science to the Underworld movies, in which he based the afflictions of vampires and werewolves on a viral mutagen rather than the mysticism associated with these creatures.
In Discovery Channel’s MONSTER TRACKER, Kevin’s quest to construct a flying, fire-breathing dragon takes him to the high-security labs of elite engineers and deep into the bush with primate biologists. To put the pieces together, Kevin journeys across the United States and to Indonesia to gain inspiration and knowledge from the very real animal oddities that exist today, such as the surprisingly swift Komodo dragon with its toxic bite, the Bombardier beetle that blasts its enemies with a scalding, toxic fluid; and the jungle-gliding Draco – a four-legged winged lizard. Each of these unique animals will provide valuable clues that determine a dragon’s physiology, and how it could exhale fire and soar above our skies.

Through a variety of hands-on experiments with experts, Kevin re-imagines history's monsters through the uncompromising lens of science. He researches the chemical and anatomical components needed to not only create fire but project it. Watch Kevin take flight himself as he researches the mechanics of flight and explores the world of the Pterosaur – the earliest vertebrates known to have evolved powered flight.

I quit my graduate studies in genetic engineering to pursue a career in film as a screenwriter. In fact, it was actually my love for science fiction that led me to a short-lived career as an actual scientist. So in a strange way, I’ve come full circle with what I’ve always been interested in. 
Underworld was my first produced writing credit and I currently have one in development. A few years ago, I started my own comic book company creating such titles such as Valkyies, The Vindicators, The Hammer Kid, Guardian Heroes, Alius Rex and The Toy Box. I’m also a self-described Marvel Zombie. In fact, it was my love for comic books that actually led me to pursue a career in the biological sciences. The Fantastic Four and The Hulk were my favourite comics because the main characters of both books were scientists. I am currently writing New Warriors for Marvel Comics. And lastly, given that I’m originally from Bloomington, Minnesota, I have an insatiable passion for the Minnesota Vikings.
